originou-se do interesse de investigacao de estudiosos do mundo classico que
o pensam a partir de suas conexdes com os mundos africano e asiatico
conhecidos na Antiguidade. Desenvolveu-se em parceria com pesquisadores
do mundo contemporaneo de Histéria da Africa, da Arte Africana e da Asia,
que consideram o mundo antigo como presenca posterior, determinada e
reformulada pelas maultiplas visdes de diferentes historicidades que lhe
antecederam. Sabidamente, ao longo da histéria do pensamento ocidental, as
conexdes e integragdes entre gregos e romanos e povos da Africa e da Asia
foram frequentemente negligenciadas como objeto de estudo. Ao voltar seus
interesses para essas frentes, reconhecendo-lhes sua importancia capital, a
revista Her6doto parte da conviccdo de que as relagdes entre o mundo
classico e a afro-Asia constituiram uma espécie de pano de fundo para a
longa histéria Ocidental e Oriental. Com o intuito de contribuir com os
trabalhos ja realizados nesse campo, dois sdo os objetivos das pesquisas
desenvolvidas pelo grupo:1) Evidenciar as influéncias mdatuas e ndo
hierarquizadas entre as culturas greco-romanas e afro-asidticas -
considerando, para além das relacdes de aceitacdo e dominacdo, instancias
como assimilacdo, ajustamento, conflito, negociagdo e resisténcia ante os
contatos. 2) Apontar para as influéncias exercidas pelas teorias do
eurocentrismo, do afrocentrismo e do asianismo na produgao historiografica

acerca do mundo antigo.

emerged from the interest of scholars and students of the classical world who
undertake research on the connections of the classical world with the African
and Asian regions known in Antiquity. Herodoto is a result of a partnership
with researchers of Contemporary African History, African Art, and Asian
Art who approach the ancient world as an outcome that was determined and
shaped by the various views of historical process that preceded it. It is known
that in Western thought, several connections and forms of integration
between the Greeks, Romans and peoples of Africa and Asia have been
frequently neglected as objects of study. By drawing attention to these study
areas and recognizing their vital importance, Herodotus affirms the
conviction that the relations between the Classical World, Africa and Asia
constituted the backdrop of a long history between West and East. In order to
contribute with the work that has been already undertaken in the field, the
researches of the Study Group on Classical Antiquity and its Afro-Asian
Connections seek to attain the following two goals: 1) To evince the mutual
and non-hierarchical influences among Greco-Roman and African / Asian
cultures in their interactions, by means of categories such as assimilation,
adjustment, conflict, negotiation and resistance, beyond their relations of
acceptance and subjugation; and 2) To point out the effects of theories such as
Eurocentrism, Afrocentrism and Asianism in the historiographical production
about the ancient world.
